Individual Project

The Individual Project is a subject
specific research project linked to
your intended discipline that you
intend to progress to at the end of
the foundation year. It will enable
you to develop and demonstrate

a deeper technical knowledge and
understanding of a specific topic.

Introduction to Business and
Management

This module will provide
students with an introduction to
Business, and Management by
examining a broad range of UK
and international businesses.

It explores how companies
create value by transforming
resources and capabilities into
viable products. A variety of

key business functions will also
be considered, with the main
emphasis on how they enable
companies to compete effectively
in the marketplace. The course
will also examine the external
macro-economic industry and
market factors that impact on
the competitive advantage of a
company.

Introduction to Financial and
Management Accounting
Students who complete this
module successfully will be able
to demonstrate the ability to
summarise, analyse, interpret and
present financial & management
accounting information using
formal reports and basic financial
statements. Students will also

be expected to analyse financial
information in case studies and
form opinions based facts (i.e.

to draw conclusions and make
recommendations

Introduction to

Health and Social Care

This module introduces students
to fundamental aspects of health
and social care practice, within

a UK context. Students will be
introduced to themes, such as
law, ethics, research, numeracy,
professional regulation, health and
social care structures within the
UK and principles and prevention
of cross infection.

Introductory Inorganic
Chemistry

This module aims to develop a
number of fundamental concepts
associated with the discipline of
Chemistry. This module introduces
fundamental features of bonding,
before extending towards
compounds, including concepts

of geometry and oxidation states.

Introductory Organic
Chemistry

This module aims to develop
knowledge and skills in basic
organic chemistry. Topics you

will study include: nomenclature,
isomerism, arrow-pushing
mechanisms, reactivity of sp, sp2
and sp3 carbon centres and basic
organic reaction schemes.

Living Organisms

The module will cover Biology at
the level of the cell and above. It
will include treatment of animal
biology, covering the relationships
between form function, from cell
and tissue to whole body levels.
The module consider animals in
the context of their environments,
and explore the adaptations that

enable different species to survive.

Materials

In this module you will be
introduced to some of the basic
structures of matter and how
these structures affect material
properties and their behaviour
and uses in science

and engineering.

Mathematics |

This module is aimed at
developing your confidence
and knowledge in basic
mathematical techniques and
skills. Topics you will study
include: indices and logarithms;
basic algebra; elementary
geometry; trigonometry functions;
vectors; and an introduction to
differentiation and integration.

Mathematics Il

This module builds on the
knowledge and skills developed

in the Mathematics | module. It
will cover topics associated with
functions and numerical methods.

Mechanics

The aim of this module is to
develop a basic understanding of
the principles of mechanics.

Molecular and Cellular Biology
This module introduces key
concepts in cell and molecular
biology, including cell structure
and function, and the basic
concepts in genetics and
biochemistry.

Politics in a Changing World
This module will introduce you to
the main issues and debates in
contemporary international and
global affairs and the changing

role and position of nation-states
in an increasingly globalised world.

Quantitative Methods for
Business and Economics

While this module has a
mathematical foundation, it is

not simply about developing your
mathematical skills.
